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  CANTERBURY PROVINCE.

  THE province of Canterbury occupies the centre of the Middle Island of New Zealand, being bounded on the North by the provinces of Marlborough and Nelson, and on the South by that of Otago. It lies between the parallels of 43 deg. and 45 deg. South latitude, and contains about 12,000,000 acres, of which about 3,000,000 are in one block (on the Eastern side of the Snowy Range, intersecting the whole province which inclines towards the western side) is fine agricultural land. Of this district about two-thirds are level, forming one vast plain; the remainder hills of moderate size, the whole in its natural state being admirably adapted for grazing sheep and cattle, with which it is fully stocked. In fact, no country in the Southern Hemisphere is equal to it in that respect. Along its seaboard and elsewhere, in occasional blocks, is a large acreage of fine arable land. In general appearance, it is a large open plain, changing into low hills on its northern and southern extremities. Its climate is a most healthy one, and admirably adapted for Englishmen, the prevailing wind being N. E., which is fine, cool and wholesome.

  Christchurch, the capital, is on the banks of the River Avon, about seven miles from the sea, nine from Lyttelton (from which it is separated by a ridge of hills about 1500 feet in height,) and two from the river Heathcote, where small steamers &c., take in and discharge their cargoes. It is situated on a large plain, the site being dry and healthy, and is a beautiful city, boasting of numerous fine buildings. Population about 7000. From the natural capabilities of its province, which it supplies, it is and must continue to progress most rapidly and satisfactorily. Its chief local industries consist in two foundries, several large cabinet works, carriage factories, &c. &c. On the completion of that vast undertaking – viz., the railway tunnel through the Lyttelton Hills, lying between Christchurch and the Port, of which only about 1200 yards remain to be completed, and which is expected to be open in a year, no doubt, by the increased facilities for shipment and receipt of goods, it will benefit most materially. The Provincial Government have also connected the West Coast by telegraph, which is in full operation, and of great use and value in cementing intimate relations with its rich gold-fields. Its newspapers are conducted by gentlemen of renowned ability, and many of the ablest articles on necessary reforms, &c., emanate from them.

  KAIPOI.

  Kaipoi is about ten miles from Christchurch, near the mouth of the river Waimakariri or Courtenay, up which vessels, drawing six feet of water, can come up as high as the town. It is the centre of a very rich and extensive agricultural district, and the shipping port of a large pastoral tract.

  PIGEON BAY

  Is situated about twenty miles south of Lyttleton, and is a pretty seaside retreat, much patronised by the Christchurch aristocracy in summer.

  AKAROA.

  This coastal town, which is thirty-eight miles south of Christchurch, is possessed of one of the finest harbours in New Zealand, and were it not for the mountain chains which shut up communication comparatively from the rich stock-rearing country inland, would no doubt ere this have become of great importance. The climate is very genial, grapes growing well in the open air. It boasts of five saw mills, and is a large fruit growing and dairy farming district. During the year 1865, there were nearly 2,000,000 feet of timber, thirty tons of cheese, seventy kegs butter, 600 packages fruit, 5000 posts and rails, and 200 large piles exported.

  It has a good wharf, and there is a conveyance thrice weekly, viz., on Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday mornings, to the head of the Bay, from thence on horseback to Pigeon Bay, in connection with a
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  steamer, Betsy Douglas, which runs from there to Lyttelton.

  TIMARU.

  This prosperous and rising costal township, the outlet for a large pastoral country, is situated about thirty-five miles north of Waitaiki river, in Canterbury province and about 110 miles from Christchurch, and an equal distance from Dunedin. It is in the centre of a most extensive grazing country, most suitable for agricultural purposes, especially the vast plains eastward of a range of mountains situated at a distance of twenty five to forty-five miles inland, which separate these plains from what is called the McKenzie country.

  The importance of this township and its surrounding districts, comprising a population of about 13,000, will be made more apparent by the Customs' revenue, viz:-.

   
  One firm carrying on business there also imported direct, in the course of the year, 864 cases.

  Cobb and Co.'s coaches leave Dunedin for here (on way to Christchurch) three times a week, viz., on the mornings of Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays, Proprietors' line, to Oamaru, Hoyt and Co.; Oamaru to Waitaiki, Dranzick and Co.; Waitaiki to Christchurch, G. L. Cole and Co.

  Steam communication is also kept by the following regular traders to Lyttelton (calling at Oamaru, fifty-five miles by sea, from Port Chalmers; Timaru, forty-seven miles from Oamaru; and Akaroa, fifty-five miles from Timaru, and thirty-eight from Christchurch: – Geelong, ps., 146 tons, commanded by Captain Hart, who will be found most pleasant and affable to all his passengers; and a news. s. steamer of 110 tons, built in the colony, called the Wianui.

  An approximate to the population in this town and suburbs, within a radius of two miles, will be about 800 souls (and this may be relied upon as a conclusive proof of the rising importance of this place, as in 1861 the population only numbered about 300,) whose trade consists in supplying the numerous runholders inland, few small farmers and the town population.

  The country here is peculiarly well adapted for the rearing of stock, being undulating, well-grassed and entirely free from fern, flax or bush, and is in fact ready at any time to receive the plough, the upset price of land, which can be got within a few miles of the town, being £2 per acre.

  ROADSTEAD. – -Although an open one, the holding ground is very good, and passengers and goods can be landed (in the surf-boats) at any time, the strong winds, viz., N. E. and N. W., scarcely ever blowing home; and the prevailing winds being north-east (which bring the finest weather.) From the north-west it blows hardest, and the south-west is the rainy quarter. The climate is dry and salubrious.

  Among the noticeable improvements of the past year we would mention the grant of municipal charter to the town.

  CHURCHES. – -Episcopalian, a neat edifice of wood, capable of accommodating 250; Rev. George Foster, incumbent. Presbyterian – A church for this body is in course of being subscribed for – present meeting place, Mechanics' Institute; Rev. G. Barkly, minister. Wesleyan – This body have a neat small chapel, capable of accommodating 100; Rev. J. Richardson, pastor.

  It also has a local newspaper, called the Timaru Herald, a most creditable production, and which has lately been increased in size. A Mechanics' Institute, reading room and library; J. Sheppard; librarian.

  At the landing are four surf-boats, and an engine of twenty-seven horse-power to
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  draw them up; Alexander Mills, chief boatman.

  Timaru being on the direct line of telegraphic communication has, and no doubt will continue to derive, a great benefit to this town – the prospects of which are really very encouraging.

  WESTLAND.

  From the time of Captain Cook's visit to Dusky Bay and Cape Farewell, until 1846, the west coast of the Middle Island, which is generally densely timbered, was unvisited save by the sealers. These adventurous people, from the commencement of the present century up to 1826, frequented the off-shore reefs, and islets in search of the fur seals, obtaining them chiefly at Toropuki, near Rocky Point, and at the Black Reef, as they called the Three Steeples rocks.

  In 1846 Messrs. Fox, Heaphy, and Brunner penetrated from Nelson to the gorge of the Buller River, at Matakitaki, and in the winter of the same year Messrs. Brunner and Heaphy walked from Massacre Bay, down the western coast, to the mouth of the Buller, and thence on to the Teramakau and Arahura Rivers, returning by the same route.

  A small tribe of Maories was found by these explorers at the Mawhera, named by them the Grey River, but these people were destitute of nearly all those accessories of clothing and implements which natives in contact with Europeans acquire – they possessed neither axes, spades, kettles or guns; they were without blankets, or any clothing except Maori mats, nor had they pigs or goats.

  Many of the younger men and women had not before seen a white man; but the older people remembered the sealers, and pointed out the chimneys of the huts at Teramakau, which the sealers had taught them to build.

  At Cape Foulwind the remains of a wreck, apparently a vessel of about 400 tons, was found. The natives stated that many years before this vessel, whilst watering, was driven ashore from her anchors; that many of her crew were killed and eaten, but that a remnant of three of them escaped, and, travelling by night only, pursued by natives, reached Totaranui (Separation Point,) near Nelson, when they were killed by the local natives. The ship, they said, contained bundles of stuff like dogs' hair.

  By a careful search amongst the records of the Australian shipping it was found that a vessel called the Rifleman sailed from Hobart Town, in 1827, loaded with wool, and was never more heard of.

  These explorers had to cross the rivers on rafts, and were nearly starved before they returned to Nelson.

  In 1847 Mr. Brunner, with a party of bush natives, went from Nelson to the Matakitaki, down the course of the Buller to the Inagahua River, which they ascended and crossed to the Wawheri-iti, and descended that river to the mouth.

  Mr. Brunner then went some distance further to the south, and after an absence of seventeen months, during which time he endured very great dangers and privations, he returned to Nelson by way of the Buller River.

  The journal of Messrs. Heaphy and Brunner was published in the Nelson Examiner, and the notes of the second
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  journey of Mr. Brunner appeared in the form of a pamphlet.

  The Royal Geographical Society of London awarded to Mr. Brunner the Founders' Gold Medal of the Society.

  These explorers were succeeded by several others, amongst whom may be mentioned Messrs. Mackey, Rochfort, Burnet, Sheet, Browning, &c., and the hitherto terra incognita had become better known, there being tracks blazed all over the country, when the gold discoveries in the Buller and its adjuncts led to the finding out of that gold-field which, under the name of Westland, is or soon will be known far and wide.

  The first rush took place in January-February, 1865, to the Greenstone Creek, or Hohonu River, a tributary of the Teremakau; the finds there were of sufficient promise to attract a large number of diggers from the adjacent provinces; and when their researches were rewarded by the discovery of the precious metal at the Waimea, Kaneiri, Hokitika, Totara, Wanganui, Mikonui, Okarita, and numberless nameless streams, the fame of the new diggings produced the usual results, and a flood of immigration from the other colonies set in, which is still pouring in population with extraordinary rapidity. Latterly the coast further to the north has proved very rich in gold, and it is now known that from sixty miles north of the River Grey, to Bruce's Bay, south – an extensive district – is one vast goldfield.

  The quantity of gold exported from its first discovery to the 30th November, 1865, was 187,560 oz., value about £750,000. The period over which the export extended was eight months, since which it has continued largely to increase. The population of the gold-fields may, in the absence of official returns, be estimated at 40,000, or about the same as the eastern portion of the province possesses. The export of gold (by two steamers) in one fortnight in June (1866) exceeded 75,000 ounces.

  Hokitika, which is the central depot for the supply for the diggings, is a large, regularly-built, and comparatively substantial town, and is interesting as showing the talismanic influence of gold, in causing an important town to take the place of a densely-timbered swamp, in a few months' time. It has had a municipal charter granted, the elections for the various officers being to come off towards the end of June (too late for our insertion, we regret.) Great credit is due to the public and liberal spirit of the leading traders generally, and the improvement committee in particular, for the clearing, draining, and forming the streets, in which the Provincial Government have cordially assisted them.

  Greymouth is a long township, principally facing the river. It is the source of supply of all the diggings up the river and contiguous to it. Many of the stores are substantial edifices.

  DUTY FREE.

  Anchors and Chains, and Rod, Bolt, Bar, Sheet, Hoop and Pig Iron, and Nails, Sailcloth, Cordage, Twine, Cotton Yarn, Bags, Sacks and Woolpacks, Spirits of Tar and Turpentine, Tobacco for sheep-wash, Nuts of all kinds, Powder fit only for blasting purposes, and all unenumerated Goods, Wares, and Merchandise.

 

  REGISTRATION OF MARRIAGES, BIRTHS, AND DEATHS.

  In the case of persons dying intestate, that is, without making a will, the person next of kin can apply for letters of administration; but if there are no next of kin, or if the next of kin do not apply, the estate is administered by the Official Administrator, and the property is sold by auction – then, after all debts and demands against the estate are satisfied, the residue of the money, if any, is paid into the Colonial Treasury, to be paid out afterwards by an order of a Judge of the supreme Court, on his receiving proof of claim.

  MARRIAGES.

  Persons about to marry must obtain the Registrar's certificate; for, without this certificate, not only can no minister perform the ceremony of marriage under a penalty, but the marriage of persons knowingly and wilfully marrying without a Registrar's certificate is declared by the Marriage Act to be null and void. The persons applying for this certificate must lodge a notice with the Registrar, containing their names, age, &c., and a fee of 2s. 6d.; and at the expiration of fourteen days, on payment of an additional 5s., the certificate is granted; but the certificate can be granted, and the marriage may be performed, without any delay, on the payment of a fee of 22s. 6d. In the case of persons under twenty-one years of age, the consent of parents or guardians must be duly given. Persons married by the Registrar pay an additional fee of £3.

  BIRTHS.

  Births may be registered without fee any time within sixty-two days from the date of the birth; and after the expiration of the sixty-two days, but within six months, births may still be registered on payment of a fee of 10s. 6d. The name of the child may be registered without fee at the time of registering its birth, or the name may be registered at any time within twelvemonths after the child's birth, on payment of 2s. 6d. Parents neglecting to register the births of their children are liable to a penalty of £10 for each offence.

  DEATHS.

  In each case of the death of any person, the occupier of the house, or some person present at the death, or in attendance during the last illness, or the undertaker having charge of the funeral, or some person acting on behalf of the occupier of the house or place in which the death shall have occurred, shall inform the Registrar of the particulars required to be registered, and obtain from him without fee a certificate to be delivered to the officiating minister, who shall be required to perform the funeral service. Any minister or other person burying a corpse without such certificate is liable to a penalty of £10, unless notice of such burial be given to the Registrar within two months from the date of such burial.
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  NEW ZEALAND AND AUSTRALIAN TARIFFS.

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  POSTAL DIRECTORY.
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  Newspapers must be posted in single numbers. Packages of more than one number shall be treated as Book Packets.

  REGULATIONS.

  All Letters, Packets, and Newspapers, if liable to postage in New Zealand, must be prepaid.

  Letters, Newspapers, and Packets will be re-directed from one Post-office to another on the written instructions of the person addressed, but on re-direction are chargeable with anew and distinct rate of postage to be paid on delivery.

  Any person sending, as exempt from postage, Letters not liable to exemption, or enclosing a communication in the nature of a Letter in any Newspaper or Book Packet, is liable to a penalty of £20.

  No Packet will be received, nor will any Postmaster be required to receive any Letter if it exceed two feet in length, one foot in width or depth, or three pounds in weight.

  Every Book Packet shall be sent open at the ends or sides, and no enclosure, sealed or otherwise, closed against inspection sent in or with such Packet, nor anything printed or written in the nature of a letter, with the above limitations.

  A Book Packet may contain any number of separate books, maps, prints, photographs, and any quantity of paper, vellum, parchment, either printed, written on, or plain, exclusive of anything in the nature of a letter whether sealed or opened, with the binding, covering, or mounting attached or belonging to such book, print, map, or photograph, and all things legitimately appertaining to or necessary for the transmission of any enclosed literary or artistic matter, but exclusive of glass in any form. The name and address of the sender may appear on the cover.

  MONEY ORDERS.

  TELEGRAPHIC MESSAGES.

  NEW ZEALAND GENERAL GOVERNMENT RULES, &c.

  RULES AND REGULATIONS UNDER WHICH TELEGRAMS MAY BE TRANSMITTED ON THE LINES OF TELEGRAPH BELONGING TO THE GENERAL GOVERNMENT OF NEW ZEALAND.

  1ST, FORM OF TELEGRAM. – -All ordinary telegrams must be written in ink, on the printed forms supplied by the department for the purpose, and all telegrams must be signed by the sender. Telegraph officers are at liberty to refuse the transmission of any telegram that does not strictly comply with these regulations.

  2ND, CHARGES OF TELEGRAMS. – -Telegrams will be charged at the Tariff rates, published from time to time by authority of the Postmoster-General. All ordinary telegrams must be pre-paid. When the sender of a telegram desires it, he may pre-pay the reply to his telegram, and the messenger will wait not longer than five minutes for such pre-paid reply. Should
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  the sender of a telegram desire to have his telegram repeated back to insure accuracy, such repetition will be made at half the charge of the original telegram.

  3RD, TRANSMISSION OF TELEGRAMS. – -Ordinary telegrams will be transmitted in the order in which they are received from the public. Special telegrams on the public service, and those admitted as urgent, being telegrams forwarded on pressing emergencies, such as accident and cases of illness, take precedence of ordinary telegrams.

  4TH, TELEGRAMS IN CIPHER. – -Telegrams may be transmitted in cipher, which will be counted according to the following scale: – Separate ciphers count as one word. Groups of five ciphers, or proportional parts of five ciphers, count as one word. Groups exceeding five ciphers are counted at the rate of five ciphers to the word, any fractional portion remaining to be counted as a word. Note. – Where ciphers are used, the sender is recommended to pay for the repetition of the telegram, to insure accuracy in the transmission.

  5TH, DELIVERY OF TELEGRAMS. – -Telegrams will be delivered free of charge within the towns on which the stations are situated; but where telegrams have to be delivered beyond the boundary of such towns, an additional charge will be made to defray the expenses of porterage or postage, as the case may be.

  6TH, RESPONSIBILITY. – -The Government will not be held responsible for errors, omissions, or delays in the transmission of telegrams, nor for the nontransmission of any telegram, nor for delays in the delivery, nor for the nondelivery of any telegram from whatever causes the same may arise.

  All telegrams will be held strictly confidential.

  All steam vessels and vessels from the Australasian colonies – per register ton – Wellington, Nelson, Bluff Harbour, Dunedin, Lyttelton, Auckland........4d.

  Vessels from beyond the colony of New Zealand arriving at the ports of Akaroa or Timaru, and not having paid light dues at any port previously, will be charged at the same rate as at Lyttelton.

  Vessels from Great Britain, or ports beyond the Australasian colonies – per register ton – Picton, Wanganui, Russel, Bay of Islands.........3d.

  Vessels plying on that part of the Gulf of Hauraki to the southward of Rangitoto and Waiheki Islands, will be exempt from light dues.

  All vessels from the Australian colonies – per register ton – Picton, Wanganui, Russel, Bay of Islands .........2d.

  Every steamer or sailing vessel employed in the coasting trade – per register ton – Wellington, Nelson, Bluff Harbour, Dunedin, Lyttelton, Auckland.........1d; Picton, Wanganui, Russell, Bay of Islands.......1/2d

  To be levied on vessels making use of or passing Tiri Tiri, or other lights on the coast of this colony.

  The whole of the above dues to be levied on entering inwards only.
